QUESTION 1 (20 Marks)

Egocentrism refers to children’s inability to distinguish one's own perspective from others,
often leading to a self-centered interpretation of the world. Primarily observed in early
childhood, particularly during Piaget's preoperational stage, children may struggle to
comprehend that others have distinct viewpoints. During this stage, children may not be ready
for prosocial behavior such as sharing.

a) Explain FOUR (4) ways to help children during egocentrism stage (8 marks)

b} Prepare ONE {1) social story you can use to guide 3 years-old children with sharing
behaviour. (12 marks)
SOALAN 1 (20 Markah)

This question is based on this scenario:

Adam is a 5 years-old boy who recently joined your preschool. In class, Adam shows
aggressive behaviour towards his friends. This brings concern to you as his teacher. You
called in Adam’s parents to discuss how Adam can be supported positively. Based on your
discussion with Adam’s parents, they are using physical punishment to stop Adam’s
behaviour at home. His father admits that he has been canning Adam since 2 years-old to
stop him being ‘too active'.

a) Explain FOUR (4) effects of using physical punishment on young children. (8 marks)

b} Propose THREE (3) ways you can replace punishiment with positive discipline.

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SOALAN 2 (20 Markah)

QUESTION 3 (10 Marks)

Research on helping behavior in young children indicates that, from an early age, children
exhibit innate tendencies towards prosocial actions. Studies show that toddlers as young as
18 months display spontaneous acts of helpfulness, such as assisling adults in simple tasks
without external rewards.

Identify FOUR (4) strategies you can use t¢ encourage children to be helpful. Provide ONE
{1) example of each.

SOALAN 3 (10 Markah)

Penyelidikan fentang tingkah laku lfolong menolong dalam kalangan kanak-kanak kecil
menunjukkan bahawa, sejak kecil lagi kanak-kanak menunjukkarn kecenderungan semula jadi
ke arah tindakan prososial.
